Runner in the Loony Tunes and Merrie Melodies 
cartoon / The characters were created by Chuck Jones 
in 1948 / The E in the name was revealed as Ethelbert 
in a later Loony Tunes comic 

2 Picture 2 - Name the Book The Beach - The 1996 novel by Alex Garland about a 
backpackers paradise in Thailand / The book, dubbed 
"The Lord of the Flies" for Generation X, by Nick 
Hornby, was made into a film in 2000 by director Danny 
Boyle 

3 Picture 3 - What dangerous Australian? Redback spider - The Australian Redback spider is 
one of the most dangerous spiders in Australia / It has 
a neurotoxin venom that is toxic to humans / It is 
related to the American Black Widow spiders and the 
New Zealand Katipo 

4 Picture 4 - Who was the man for all seasons? Thomas More -  The picture shows a portrait of More 
in 1527 by Hans Holbein the Younger / Sir and Saint 
Thomas More was a scholar, author and statesman, 
leading Renaissance humanist and counsellor and 
Chancellor to Henry VIII / His opposition to the Act of 
Supremacy led to his beheading in 1535 / He was 
dubbed "A man for all seasons" by his contemporary 
Robert Whittington, this description was used by 
Robert Bolt for the title of his 1954 play about More 

5 Picture 5 - Where would you see these balls? On Total Wipeout - They form part of the Qualifier 
round of the assault course based game show 

6 Picture 6 - The what? The Duchess  - The 2008 film starring Kiera Knightly 
as the 18th century Duchess of Devonshire, Georgiana 
Cavendish / The film deals with her relationships with 
her unfaithful husband and her doomed affair with 
future Prime Minister Earl Grey 

7 Picture 7 - Who is the "Caveman"? Sebastien Chabal  - The French Rugby Union player 
who has captained France over  30 times /  His long 
hair, pony tail and aggressive tackling have led fans to 
call him "L'Homme des Cavernes"- The Caveman / He 
is one of the most popular sportsmen in France where 
he is the centre of "Chabalmania" 

8 Picture 8 - Name New Zealand's former fourth most popular guitar 
based, digi-bongo, acapella-rap-funk, comedy folk duo. 

Flight of the Conchords - The comedy music duo 
is composed of Bret McKenzie and Jermaine Clement, 
who refer to themeselves as, "New Zealand's former 
fourth most....etc etc" / In addition to their award 
winning live shows, they have been the basis of a BBC 
radio series and an American TV show also called 
"Flight of the Conchords" 

9 Picture 9 - A pilgrim at what temple? The Golden Temple - In Amristar, India / it is the 
most important place of worship of the Sikhs and one 
of the eldest / It was established by Guru Ram Das Ji, 
the fourth guru of the Sikhs and completed in 1604   

10 Picture 10 - Who is the musician? Miles Davis - The trumpeter, band leader and 
composer / He was one of the most influential 
musicians of the 20th century / He was at the forefront 
of most of the major developments in jazz, such as, 
fusion, free jazz, hard bob and cool jazz
